Step the Beat — Create the Beat Fall Class Schedule

These classes are designed for beginning musicians. Children learn music fundamentals in a group
setting.

We find this reduces frustration and results in faster
progress once instruments are introduced. Step the Beat is the beginning class. Create the Beat

employs the skills mastered in Step the Beat to expand both creative and critical thinking.
